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Volunteers, Youth Assistants & Junior Staff: Responsibilities – Summer 2010
Volunteers, Youth Assistants, and Junior Staff are an integral part of Camp Peaceprints. Volunteers are invaluable; they are adults who offer their time and expertise to the camp. We are striving to have a high ratio of adults to youth: roughly one adult for every 4-6 participants. Youth Assistants and Junior Staff are also essential. They are youth, 14 years of age and older, who assist in the camp and act as peer mentors to the younger participants. 

Camp Peaceprints is an alternative summer camp, running July 12- 23, 2010, Monday – Friday, 9am – 4pm, in Buffalo. Every Wednesday we take fieldtrips and every Friday evening we have a show and potluck for parents. Please speak with a camp director about your availability during those times if you have any conflicts.  

In order to ensure the best experience possible, Volunteers, Youth Assistants and Junior Staff are asked to serve the following functions at Camp Peaceprints:

· Supervise participants; 

· Participate in all aspects, activities and programs of Camp Peaceprints; 

· Attend Wednesday Fieldtrips;

· Encourage and role-model peacemaking and community building;

· Greet and interface with parents/guardians at the beginning and end of camp each day;

· Be available for and attentive to guidance from camp directors;

· Ensure and encourage camper safety and appropriate behavior;
· Help campers understand activities, learn and have fun;

· Help prepare lunch and snacks;

· Lead recreational and creative activities;

· Assist in clean-up and set-up during the day and at the end of each day;

· Help set-up for the weekly Friday show and potluck;

· Abide by the code of conduct;

· Share your talents, skills, knowledge and experience for the good of our camp community!
